If you DO NOT want your child’s name/photo/work publicized for these
purposes, you are asked to inform your child’s principal, in writing, prior to
September 22, 2023. A simple, written, signed note stating: Please do not
photograph my child for use in publications and/or web, including your child’s
name and grade level. Your note may be either dropped off in person or mailed to
the building principal.

Please note: If you choose to “opt-out” and provide a note for your child(ren) not
to be photographed, your child(ren)’s accomplishments will not be showcased in
any form. This includes all extracurricular activities and performances.
